This weekend we celebrate the beautiful Feast of the Epiphany of the Lord.  In a world 
where there are so many exclusive clubs - golf clubs, discount shopping centers (places 
where you need a card to get into), Visa card rewards (that requires a purchase), to name 
just a few.  It is indeed a joy to recall that as Catholic Christians we are an inclusive group.  
Our churches are open every day of the year for those who seek to pray in solitude, to ask 
for special intentions, to give praise or simply to be alone with God.  In order to become a 

Catholic one simply needs to have an inquiring heart, a willingness to learn about Christ and then the 
commitment to strive to be Christ-like.  I remember once visiting a non-Catholic church and being perturbed 
by a sign welcoming specific groups of humankind and I thought to myself surely, that’s a given!!! 
 Until the appearance of the Three Kings, the Jewish people thought only they could be children of 
God.  The Three Wise Men were certainly not Jewish but sought the Lord with great fervor.  Our church is 
open to receive and welcome every human being so that they might feel the love of Christ and realize that 
through our common Baptism we are all “family”.

Imagine the long journey the Three 
Kings made to reach the Holy Family.  We are part of that Holy Family.  As we celebrate the Epiphany we call 
to mind the gift of being multi-cultural.  All of humankind is loved by God.  All are called to witness the wonder 
of God’s presence.   
 I’m delighted to tell you that Fr. Hubert left for Poland last Monday evening for a well deserved break.  
He returns home to East Hanover in two weeks.  These last ten weeks since Bishop Serratelli appointed me 
Temporary Administrator of St. Patrick have been busy yet at times filled with grace and hope.  My deacons, 
staff and parishioners of St. Rose have been incredibly helpful and have surrounded me with prayers and 
concern.  The deacons, staff and parish family of St. Patrick have also provided support, love and prayers 
during this period of time.  My thanks and appreciation to Fr. Gabe Coless, Fr. Robert Reiser and several 
other priests who have provided priestly support.  However, I would not have been able to give the time to St. 
Patrick or St. Rose and fulfill all the priestly functions if it weren’t for my devoted Vicar, Fr. Hubert Jurjewicz.  
He continued his studies in school and worked around the clock so that we together could serve both 
parishes.  He took onboard the responsibilities of both parishes during the Thanksgiving holiday when I 
attended to my dying father and for the week of December 12th when I returned to Ireland to celebrate my 
father’s Funeral Mass. 
 I wish Elzbieta, Stanislaw and Bartosz Jurjewicz every grace and blessing as they celebrate this 
Christmas with Fr. Hubert.  Fr. Hubert’s extended family, including his grandmother and godmother, has 
helped form him in his priesthood.  May they all together enjoy God’s gracious gifts as he celebrates his first 
Christmas Mass for them in his native Poland. 
 As I write this article on Tuesday I look forward to concelebrating Mass on Saturday with Bishop 
Serratelli at St. Patrick.  We surround our bishop in prayer as he prepares to announce the new leader of St. 
Patrick and as Fr. Hubert and I continue to serve our diocese with devotion and the love of Christ.

Blessing of a Home at Epiphany 

I am of Polish descent and this was a tradition in my 
family and home Parish of Cyril and Methodius Church 
In Boonton. January 6th was the feast of the Epiphany 
(sometimes referred to as Little Christmas)  On January 
6th  the parish priest would come to our home and 
perform the following blessing. 

Leader: Peace be to this house. 
 

All: And to all who live here. 

Leader: Bless, O Lord, 
this household and family,and allow all of us who live in 
this home to find in it a shelter of peace and health. 
Inspire each of us to develop our individual talents 
and to contribute wisdom and good works for the benefit 
of the whole family. 
Make our house a haven for us all, and a place of 
warmth and caring for all our friends who come to visit 
us. 
Enlighten us with the brilliance of your Epiphany star, 
so that, as we go into the world, we might clearly see 
our way to You and discover You in our work and play. 
This we ask to your glory and in the power of your 
kingship. 
 

All: For yours is the kingdom and the power 
and the glory now and forever, Amen. 

Then, bless the house with the sign of the cross. 

After the blessing, the initials of the Magi (traditional 
names: Caspar, Melchior, and Balthazar) are written 
with chalk over the main door way of the house, like 
this: 

   20 + C + M + B + 10  
(the + is a cross; the "10" stands for 2010). 

Today the Feast of the Epiphany has been moved to 
Sunday in the Roman Catholic Rite in order for all to 
celebrate this feast. 

Please feel free to use this blessing on your home. 

May all of your homes be blessed on this feast of the 
Epiphany.
