Let us pray and encourage all
of our elected representatives to join other First World countries to work on a long range plan to improve the
infrastructure of Haiti and to commit to long term assistance so that the dignity of each person in that beautiful
yet poverty stricken area will be enhanced.

Our Antioch weekend at St. Rose was a tremendous success. Thank you so much to Mrs. Stephanie
Politi (St. Rose Youth Minister), her adult team, her youth team and to our youth musicians who gave our 10th
graders a tremendous experience and opened their hearts to the promptings of the Holy Spirit. Food of
course is very important — thanks to the Giamarino Family who donated most of the food and to many other
families who brought desserts and other goodies. I'm very proud of the youth ministries at St. Rose and St.
Patrick. As we see so many young people involved in music, becoming lectors, extraordinary ministers and
ushers, it makes Fr. Hubert and | very confident in the future of the church. Congratulations to Maryclaire and
John Armstrong from St. Patrick’s who | commissioned as extraordinary ministers last weekend.
