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In April 2003 I left St. Patrick’s as the Associate Pastor with excitement and joy to lead the parish 
family of St. Rose as the pastor.  It was also with a sense of sadness that I left my beloved St. Patrick.  
I wondered where God was leading me.  Seven years later I can see God’s plan quite clearly.  St. 
Patrick’s has continued to have a special place in my heart and at the same time I have grown to love 
and cherish my parish family of St. Rose.  God has given me the care of souls and it is indeed an 
awesome responsibility.  God empowered me to develop a wonderful and collaborative staff here at 
St. Rose.  Today, with the assistance of Fr. Hubert and our loyal and dedicated staff, our parish is 

alive and active.  Masses are full and the spirit of the Lord is alive and busy within us.  It is a joy and a privilege to be 
your pastor.  Please know that I never take your prayers, love and support for granted.  It is these gifts of loving support 
that keeps me focused on leading you in faith. 
 I’ll never forget that Friday in October when the phone call came informing me of Fr. Ed’s tragic death.  I drove 
quickly to Chatham and offered whatever support and comfort I could.  Bishop Serratelli immediately asked me to 
become the Temporary Administrator.  This responsibility will now cease on Wednesday, February 10th.  During these 
past three and a half months the parish family of St. Patrick’s has prayed together, held hands, hugged each other and 
gradually a sense of healing began to take effect.  My deepest thanks to Catholic Charities who provided so much group 
and individual therapy before Christmas.  My thanks to the Red Cross and the local therapists who all gave their time 
freely and with a tremendous sense of love and support. 
 The St. Patrick parish staff have all worked very hard and, despite their own sense of personal loss, supported the 
process of the “Road to Recovery.”  Dr. Marian Hobbie and her dedicated staff have continued to provide a haven of 
peace and trust in the school community while at the same time encouraging academic excellence.  Our St. Rose staff 
has worked extra hard to support me and to take on extra responsibilities and helping in areas so that I can be freed up 
to serve in Chatham.  Our St. Rose principal, Ms. Sheila Tomlinson, and her loyal and dedicated staff have worked extra 
hard during many periods when I was absent from the school.  Our wonderful children of the Academy of St. Rose have 
prayed every day for the children of St. Patrick’s.  Our adult parishioners at St. Rose have reached out with prayers, love, 
concern and lots of yummy treats to make sure Fr. Hubert and I ate properly. 
 I’m grateful to several priests who have supported me both at St. Rose and St. Patrick.  Fr. Gabe Coless at St. 
Patrick, Fr. Bob Reiser at St. Rose and several of our local priests who have stepped in for the penance services and in 
other areas of need.  I would however never have been able to be the Temporary Administrator of St. Patrick while 
continuing to be the Pastor of St. Rose if it hadn’t been for my hard working, loyal and very dedicated Vicar, Fr. Hubert.  
It’s hard to believe that Fr. Hubert was ordained only last May.  We work together so very well.  Every decision is made 
with personal prayer and most especially after praying together at Holy Mass.  I know Fr. Hubert enjoyed serving the 
people of St. Patrick, as he loves serving the people of St. Rose.  I know the people of St. Rose love him and deeply 
appreciate his wonderful Polish sense of spirituality, his sensitive, loving heart and his extremely funny sense of humor.  
What a wonderful pastor he will be in years to come. 
 With hope and trust in the Holy Spirit I now leave St. Patrick in the care of Fr. Bob Mitchell.  Know that I surround him 
and St. Patrick Parish with prayers and good wishes. I will remember Fr. Bob and all of the parishioners of St. Patrick’s 
especially at the celebration of Holy Mass.   
 On Thursday as we celebrate the Feast of Our Lady of Lourdes we place before our Blessed Mother all our 
parishioners who are ill, who are caring for those who are ill or for those who carry heavy burdens.  May our Blessed 
Mother wrap her mantle of loving strength around us as we strive to reflect our love for her Son, Jesus.
