Last Ash Wednesday hundreds of people came forward to receive the blessed ash on their forehead. The
prayer of the priest, deacon or extraordinary minister was “Remember you are dust and to dust you shall
return.” Lent is a special time of prayer, sacrifice and self denial so that we can be cleansed of sin and
difficulty and grow in the holiness of the Lord. When | was a little boy my mother taught me very clearly to
pray for the souls in Purgatory. She prayed for her deceased family members and she taught me how to pass

on that tradition. She asked me to pray for her and our family and friends that when they
would die our family tradition might continue. | worry sometimes that younger parents
may not know the need to carry on this tradition. When we’re dead who’s going to offer
prayers and Masses for us?

We know that God loves us unconditionally and is very merciful and yet we know
that when we die we are judged. Sometimes in life we might not be as critical of
ourselves as we should be in making decisions. We can blame the other person and
maybe be too lenient on some decisions or acts in which we wronged another person. All of these situations
require not just forgiveness from the priest in Confession but acts of sorrow and restitution. If we do not make
amends for sins we have committed then most probably we will need to be purged from these sins so that we
may be more holy and able to be in the divine presence of God.

As Catholic Christians we are all prospective citizens of Heaven. To gain access to Heaven we need
to be in a state of grace. God'’s holy will for us is that each soul is gathered into His sacred presence after our
death. The Catholic Church teaches that there are three places our souls can go to after death — Heaven,
Purgatory or Hell. A soul that is in a state of grace and has made restitution for any un-Christian behavior
goes to the state of Heaven. The soul that has not lived an active Catholic life, has not attended Mass on a
regular basis, has not sought forgiveness for acts done against another, has not freely given forgiveness to
others for being hurt, goes to Purgatory so that they can be purified or purged to be ready for the Glory of
Heaven. These souls depend on our Mass intentions, prayers and sacrifices to lift them into the Glory of
Heaven. Those who commit a grievous sin and do not seek forgiveness of God, do not have true sorrow, do
not make an act of restitution and reject the majesty of God are in danger of going to Hell. Once dead we can
do nothing to assist them. Every Catholic should pray every day and offer Masses frequently for our beloved
dead to ensure they are safely in Heaven. Please cut out the Prayer for All Souls in Purgatory found inside
this bulletin and pray it frequently.

As | write this article on Tuesday | hope and pray our retreat is well attended.

FRIDAYS of Lent are also days of ABSTINENCE:
The law of abstinence requires that no meat be eaten
on a day of abstinence.
